DREADFUL MURDER OF A CLERGYMAN AT
FRIMLEY-GROVE.

Fapuiey, Tuspay Nionr—This usnally quiet snd
sequestered village has been thrown into a stato of grout
alarm and axcitement during the past forty-eight hours by
the ovcurrence of a daring burglary, which hes unfortunately
terminated in the violeut death of & venerable and much-
respected clergyman, the Rev. George Edward Hollest, who
has held tie perpetual curacy of this hamlet during tho past

sevouteen years,

‘The village of Frimley-grove is situate about ono mile and
a-half from the Farnborough station of the South-Westorn
Railway, in the centre of the hop country. It consists of not
‘mote than forty or fifty straggling houses, and the parsol
‘house is at the western extremity of the bamlet. It is an
old-fashioned brick residence, standing on its own grounds,
bat not more than ove bundred yards removed from other
houses on eitker side. The Rev. Mr. Hollest was & married
‘man, his household consisting of himself, his ~ife, a man
servant, and two maid servants; snd on Friday Jast his
two sous, youths of fonrtean and fifteen, were at home,
having artived from school the same afternoon, to pasy
the Michaelinas vacation with their parents. On Fri-
day night the family rotired to' rest at the usual hour,
shortly lefore eleven 'clock. Mr. and Mrs. Hollest slept on
the first Hoor in & room overlooking thelawn. The two boys
oocupied an apartment on the same floor. The msy-servant
slept at the top of the houss, and & room adjoining formed
the sleeping apartment of the two maid-serv.nts. It ap-
peared that it was Mr. Hollest's custom, when his children
were_at home, to leave the door of bis bedroom ajar, in order
that he might overhear them in the event of their requiring
any 0 have done o on Friday last, when
the v bim.

After ashort address from the coroner, the jury accompa-
nied tim to the deceased's late residence, where, having frst
viswedl ibe body of the unfortunate gentleman, which was
Iying on & mattrass in the room where he recsived his death-
wound, they wers conducied to th dining-room.

irs. Hollest baving been led into the room by Ter brother-
in-law, sank into a chair in a fuintiog etate, and was only
revived by the application of powerful smelling salts. On
recoveriog herself she stated—On Friday night lust I retired
to rest about five minutes to eleven o'clock, my husband
having gone to bed previously ; 1 was disturbed, 1 think,
about three o'clock on Sntarday morning ; I heard footsteps
in our bedroom ; we both jumped up in bed at the same time ;
Tsaw two menat the foot of our bed ; one of then: put hia
left hand on my fect, and in his right hand he beld u pistol,
which appearcd to be levelled at my bead ; one of the men
was a little taller than the other ; the tallest seized Mr.
Hollest in the same way, and levelled s pistol at bim;
as nearly as [ can recollect both of them said together
that “if wo made any noiso they would blow our brains
out " that _expression was repeated several times ; BIr.
Hollest at first thought it was our boys playing & trick
wpon him, and told them to go to bed; Taww at once the
terrible reality, and sprang out of the bed on the left band
side to ring & bell, the Tope of which hung down at the head
ofihe bed ; on my Coing 80 one of the men rushed towa
me and pashed me down with such furce that tbe bell-ropo
broke in my hand ; the man continued to press me down on
the flucr, aud held & pistol close to my eyes; while iu this
position T heard my husband, who had also got out of the
bed, scufling with another man on the other side of the
svom, and presently afterwards I heard the report ofa pistol ;
T struggled hard with my wssailant 1 order to gat round o
help my busband ; T think the man fancied his comrade was
shot, ¢ he gave way a little, and [ at legth succeeded in
getting round to the  fire place, and taking hold of & large
Band tell, whict I rangas loud as I could; the men at
this time left the room, followed by my husbaud; Iran to

&

the window, and throwiog up the sash, rang the
bell again; while doing to, I heard a gan fired
from the lower purt of the house, and at the

same time observed two men run across the lawa; bne
of the men turned back and looked at me, and I shut down
the window immediately ; 1 only saw two myself, but Mr.
Hollest t0ld me he kad seen thres distinctly; after I had
closed my bedroom window I went to my children's rot
and on the lunding 1 met Nr. Hollest coming up stairs; he
5aid to me, *The fellow bas shiot me,” and at the same time
showing lis wound; the men appeared 1o me to be dressed
in light elothes, and to have theic hair stuck out at the sides
of their beads for the purpose of disguise; their fices ap-
peared to be covered with linen masks, as I could see holes
for their eyes; 1 heard no rustling of paper, and therefor= I
think the masks were linen ; 1 suspect twa of the men who
‘ave been placed befors me for identification ; 1 had fastened
all the doors befora retiring to est, with the exception of the
door leading from the kitchen to the staircase, which I had
1eft open for two or three nights previously.

Mr. William Davies, surgeon, was next examined. He

id—1 was sent for about half-past thres 'olock on Satur-
duy morning to g0 and sse Mr, Hollest; 1 found Mr. Hollest
inbed ; he did not appear to suffer much at that ti
showed me his nigbt-shirt, which was saturated with blood ;
T examined his abdomen, and found an abrasure of the skin
within about an inch of the naval and a little to the right of
the medium line of the abdomen; the wound had every ap-
pearance of having been caused by a gun or pistal; T con-
sidered from the appearances and the direction the foreign
body had taken that the wound was mortal, snd commu-
nicated my unfavourable opinion to the decesed's brother,
Mr. William Hollest; I saw deceased frequently afterwards,
aud was with him at his death, which took place about 20
minutes to eight o'cluck on Sunday evening; he suffered the
most excrusiating ngony, but refained his sensibility nntil
‘within two or three heurs of his death ; I have no hesitation
in _s;n:.,ing his death to kmve been caused by the wounds de-
ecribed.

GREAT MEETING OF THE COUNTY OF
MONAGHAN.
(Ro3t ouR ows neporTEns)

The meeting of the county Movaghan, for ths purpose of
promulgating and carrying into effect the principles of the
Tenuut League, was held in Ballibay on Tuesday. The de-
monstration.was one of which the friends of tenant-right
might justly feel proud. The Tequisition for the meoting
bors the signatures of a largo number of the clergy, Catholic
and Presbyterian, influential landowners, professional men,
traders, and substantial tenant-farmers of the county, and it
was responded to in a manner well worthy of the cause.
Thoss classes were umply represented on the occasion, and
the thousands of the tenant-farmers and peasantry, who
attended from the soveral districts of the county, proved by
their eamest and enthuslastic: demeanour that they desply
16l the greut importance of the question which brought tham
together,  On the whole, it was one of the best and most
numerously attended and important meetings held in this
country for some time.

The meeting was held in a large field adjacent to the town,
and commanding a fine view of it and the surrounding coun-
try. An extensive platform was erectad, and for a consider-
ablo time before the meating was erowded by those who were.
totake part in the proceedings and other influsntial persons,
Over the frant of the platform waved  flag, the colours
orange, green, and blue, emblematic of the union which has
taken place among wen of different creeds and denominations
in the effort to obtain justics and protection for the acenpiers
of the soil. The auspicious appearanca of the Catholic and
Presbyterian clergymen side by sido on the sume platform,
ongaged in & common canse, and in a united struggle for the
Deneit of all classes and creeds, served to excit the utmost
gratification, and to inspire sanguine hopes for the sucoess of
2 cause which has obtained such advocacy and support,

The duy was excoedingly fine. An excellent baud was
stationed  short distance frun the platform, and at intervals
played soveral appropriate airs.  Shortly before the proceed-
ings commenced loud cheering announced the arrival of the
“Fimey men," who to a large number marched up in a firm,
compact body, in regular lines, six a broast, and took up a
position. near tho platform. They wero chiefly composod of
young, able-bodied men. As soon as the members of the
council of the Lesgue, who bad been in deliberation during
the morning, wers percelved appronching the place of meet-
ing they were grested with prolonged and enthusiastic cheer-
ing.

ot the entire community depended upon it, and holy becauss
its uim was_the mast comprebensive churity—to feed the
bungry, to clothe the naked, and to promote peace and good
will amongst their fellow-men (loud cheers). He feltthat
it wis noedless for him, standiog in._that his native county,
and surrounded by bis neighbours and friends, indigoantly to
disclaim uny desiro or intention to overthrow the fuir and
legitimate rights of property (cheers), The cause which they
were embarked in was for the benefit of all, and e believeil
for none more than the owsers of land (cheers). As he had
already stated, they had met topetber in a constitutiona] man~
ner, and with the jutention of pursuing a constitutional course,
for the well founded reason, that for thie sttainment of the end
in view, the coustitution was all sufficient (hear, hear).
Heretofore the_population of this country were not in a
position to make their wishes ottended to in_perliament
They were, in fact, virtually unrepresented (bear, hear).
That evil was ebout to be partislly remedied—s large and
extended franchise was about to be conferred upon the people.

The sights of humanity ar
trampled upon and disregarded, whilst the “ rights of
property" is the cry that resounds on all sides (hear, hear).
¢ ever the cry of un almost expiring nation conld awaken
the patriotism and sympathy of ber sons, undoubtedly we
have preseut circumstances of Ireland the most power-
ful stimulus 16 active and persevering exortion (cheers). A
delugs of desolation inundates the land on all sides. The
tyranny of law without the slightost admixture of justico or
humanity, is wasting our fertile fiells. The afrighted popu-
lution, without hope of mercy or consideration, sra flying
hefors the devouring tornado, that sweeps with rolentless fary
over the land, iere ever in ancient or modora_history
an example of ruin equal to ours? Under Egyptian bondage
none wero Tiabl to lugal execation but children of the male
sex (laughter), bit hers there i3 no distinction mads of age,
or sex, ot jnnocence (bear, hear). Thousunds are robbed of
ther fraits of their honest industry and driven from their
humble homes—doomed to starvation, or to banisbment, or to
lingor aut thoir miserabls livee in tho slow fawine of Indian
gruel (cheers). Shall we stand by with folded arms, and
with stoical composure whilst these things exist (no, n0)?
Shall we consent by our silence, that, this people who bave
baen doudly decimated by famine, shall be dooméd to utter
extinction by the hands of the exterminator (no, uo)? We
huve assembled here to-day in the face of God and of our

country, to pronounce our solemn anathema on this iniquitons
system, and o declare that man hs  right to live by his
honest labour and industry. The Almighty declared that in
the sweat of bis brow man should eat bread—not in_idleness
and Indian gruel (laughter). In 1799 & famine raged in Ire-
lund ; potatoes were sold at 184, a stone—but thers were no

ieaths by starvation. The nation then possessed a stamina,
sufficient to resist the shock. But in 1846, '47, the country
exhibited a vory different aspect. The failure of the potato
orop revealed the total exhavstion of the community (hear,
hear). The landlord screw had acquired eclentific_perfection
by 20 years of legislation aguinst the tenant. The serew
revolved under the tyrany of the law, and thousandsof the

Dl insalts, injaries, and cruelties which bavo beeo, and
are auill exercised, sginst oar oppressed but patient people,
are more thun sufiicent, to tonch the beart, uwaken tio
symputhies, and erlist the services of any ordinary humane
observer.  Butthe clergymun, who has ever before bis eyes
those ghastly objects, the victims of landlord oppression,
wwhose ears ave ever flled with their sad aud sickening tales
of wae—whose heart bleeds and bleeds again at the recital of
each new and varied deed of cruelty_perpetrated, ot. merely
by man against bis fellow-ma, but by Christiuu_sgainst bis
brother-Christian—whose step is often interrupied by the
imaginary presence and wailiogs of those living spectres
most dear to bis heart, because the true representatives of
the persscuted Redeener—nho awakens but o reflect in
bitter and more than human sorrow on the demoralising
effects aud iniquitous consequences Tesulting from 50 disor-
dered and depraved a state of things—disafiection engender-
ing batred, aud unnaturelly reciprocated bevween landlord and
tenant, often causing wholesala vindictive exterminations,
and thoreby inducing homicides on the one hand, und some-
times, to, pravoking eanguinary and bratal murders on the
othier—vices of every species and malignity gaining tbe
ascendancy, and our chiracteristic virtuo itself fast fullow-
ing into decay.

“ Under these clroumstances, gentlemen, the clergyman i
not freoto act as he pleases. He canuot, in my mind, stand
up an idls spectator of the tragic and scanyalous scaue that
i being acted before bim, if reason will point out a xemedy,
safe 8s wll as efficacious, Just a8 well as charitable, useful to
Tandlurd as well ns tenant; but, above all, calculatad, in Lis
‘mind, tostay the torzent of vice which threatens to deluge
the moral world with corruption. Conscience in that case

exercise her irresistible influence uud compel bim to
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adopt it.

#Such being my convictions and my hopes, 1 bave joined
the Tenant-Right Leaguo as o matter of imperative duty.
As st L have dons very little to promote itsinterets, though
you are kind enough to give me & place amongst its most dis-
tioguished advocates,  Your overrated estimate of my very
feabla exertions will, however, I hope, atimalate me in future
to greater zeal and more useful efforta. In the meantime
please topresent to  the Ganoral Central Tenant Right Com-
mittee of Monaghon' my grateful acknowledgments for the
very high honour they have conferred upon me, whils to your-
selves, gentlomen, for the complimentary Sentimenté and
beautiful languago through which it is conveyed, I must
ever fecl deeply indebted.

“ [ the year 1846 I took a census of the population of
this parish (which s divided into thres electoral divisions),
and again in the year 1843—what thins you was the decrease
even in one electoral disision (that of Cootehill) during the
thres years? Exactly 1,660 souls were hurried to the grave,
or obliged to seek in other countries that support. which was
denied them in their own, It is right to remaric that this
decrense, during the period referred to, was confined to the
rural district, and that the population of the town of Coote-
Lill was not included, aud s feacful deinage of the bone snd
sinew of the population of this and the other electoral divi-
sions of this parish, is atill rapidly progressing, What ars
the landlords gaining by this depopulation? Nothing,
Many of those who left the country would pay & fair valua-
tion and more for their holdings if aceepted of; but no, they
must still continus to poy exorbitant rents, in gome cases 50
high os thirty-five shillings an acro for land capable of pro-

ucing about eight barrels of oats to the acre. Hence a great
‘many farms bave fallen into the_hands of the landlords, or
were given to tenants ns incapablo of paying rent s those
who wers evicted. From these instances it is evident that
the landlords are unfit to fulfil their daties cither to their
tenants or themselves, Therefore it isclearly our bounden
duty to use our best endedvouss to put an end toa system
ruinous to the country and destructive to the people, and
save even the landlords themiselves, from the evil conge~
quences of their own inbuman and demented barbarity.

the victims of their tyranny in the workhouses, on worse fare
thar would be given to the convieter felon who had forfeited
all the zights of a subject by violating tho laws of hia
sountry (bear, hear),  Sball this state of things continue
(loud cries of 1o, no)? No language s adequate to describo
the fearfal mivery that has been inflited on this country.
Whilst every other country progresses in. prosperity, Treland
s retrograding—whilat the inbabitants of other lands are
abls in the season of youth and health ta realise  provision
for ald age, here no man ean improve his condition (hear).—
We are told that there are good landlords as wellus bad ones.
For my pars I cannot make much distinction. 1 would
sonner_come to the opinion that they aro all really good and
beneficent characters (laughter). It is mot with the land-
Iords we contaud—it is witl & vicious system—n vicious sy
tom which we seck by Jawful means to replace by a sound
syatem (hear, hear).” It is against & code of laws we are
proparing to petition—a code of laws that have had tho
effect of spoiling the landlords—taking from them the cha-
racter of moral agency, and placing them, as it were, in &
machine 10 grind, to exterminate, and to ruin (cbeers), It
would be our most anxious desira to reconcile the landlord
and tenant in sight of all tho calamities thnt are working
out the ruin of the country. A few of the friends of the
tenant farmers met in the metropolis ; they put their wisdom
together; and sought by every means in their power to find
out a basis on which to unite Jandlord end tenant—a bosis
that would place them both o terms of mutual interest and
mutual affection—frst, that would secure to the Inbourer and
tothe tiller of the soil, a securs means of subsistence (for
that ia the first chargo upon the land), and afterwards the

nim of the Inndlord should come in (hear, bear und cheers).
But 1 dony, and all civilized nations will join me in denying,
that any mortal possesses rights over land which are opposed
and injurious to the interests of bumanity (cheers). 1 have
joined in this movement—I heve a its birth (hear,
hear), and now homblo s my services are I wish to make
thom as useful us possible to my country (cheers). The
reverend gentleman cuncluded by proposing the first resolu-
tion, which, wits the others, was similar in sabstance to tiose
adopted atthe Wexford and Kilkenny meetings.

The Rev. Mr. Bell, Presbyterian minister) came forward
to second the Tesolution, and was received with enthusiastic
demonstrations of applouse. When the cheering bad aul
sided, the rev. gentlemon proceeded to nddress the mesting.
Ho said—Mr, Chairman, friends, and neighbours, I riss to
second the resolution, Having had before, as I expect to
Lave agnin, frequent opportunities of declaring my opinions
respecting the great question of tenant-right which now agi-
tates this land throughout its length and breadth, 1 shall nof
10w oocupy much of your valuablo time.  You will be thank-
ful to me for doing 8o when I toll you that T am to bo fol-
lowed by a gentleman from the south, Mr. Gavin Duffy
(cheers). A Dublin newspaper, called the'Fucket, held out
lust week a ruffianly aod illegal threat to the gentlemen of
the League, dariog them to come to Ballibay. They have
come, and T ask you, Presbyteriana of the county Monaghan,
are you glad tosse them (cheers)? There is nota Protestunt
or &1 Orangemu in the county who would not spurn and
spit upon the vile and” venal scribbler ; but the miserable
‘midge is not worth the notics of any honest man (hear, hear).
Our landlord authoritiss ara continually telling ua that our
‘meotings are small, aud that, eonsequently, our cause s after
all by no moana 5o popular s wepretend.  Wall, I think the
assemblage vow before me ia a suffisient Answer to the cavil.

o men of Torney and of Trough—of Monaghan, Dartrey,
and Cremorne—are they not hero in their thonsand
of thousands (loud cheers) ? Aronnd this neighbourhood
every engine which earth and hell could invent has been set
in' motion to prevent the people from attending this
meeting. You have set them st defiance, and you have
done your duty (loud cheers). But many have been

ept whose hearts are with us, but who had mot
sufticient resolution to brave the unlimited nud rutbless power
of our morcelass oppressors hear, hear), Does not this very
fuot speaks trumpet-tongued of the absoluts necessity of
persevering in thia glorious agitation till the tyrants unjust
and destructive chains are broken, and the slaves of the soil
are emancipated from tho thraldom of generations, It must
ba so; for T will never believe that it is the will of God or
the destiny of man that robbery and ruin are tobe the per-
petual inheritanc of the people of this enslaved country.
“The night has been Jong and dark—sorrow has endured
throughiont all ita watches; but there is a morning star of
union among the long estranged children of tha land of our
fathers (hear and chaers).

For, of
hat 0 to us would be n legalised right o 5ell o the best
bidder our right in our improvements, when by your intolar-
able rack-renting, and your ever-recurring evictiona you bave
rendered our property % absolutely valuelsss s to make it
impossible for us to get a furthing for it in the market; 0oy,
as frequently to compel us to run off by night and fly away
from 5t to America?

o beggow ! ou may keep it to yourselves ; for it 13 just
the 04 dodgs, over ogain—mather atiempt to throw
dust in men's eyes, and then, by a_wretched swindle,
dupo them, aud rob them of their rights (loud cheers)—
‘The grand and great social evil of thia coantry is, heyond all
question, neither more nor lsss than rack-renting (hear).
“This has robbed and ll but ruingd Ulster. This has made
the west of Ireland o howling wilderness—a terror and an
astonishment to all the civilized nations of the earth, Well,
then, this ferocious monster, which for ages has fattencd Jike
a vampire upon the life-blood of the peopls of this land, must
be caged and chained (heir).
